The eligibility for a scholarship award will be based on the young man's participation in the education program (weekly session and field trips), individual academic record, extra curricular activities, timeliness (attendance and turning in assignments) and ticket and ad sales.  Through the sessions, the participants will be provided with information on available scholarships outside of the Metroplex Beautillion Program, financial aid opportunities, and internships.  Since its inception, the AGPGRF has awarded more than $70,000 in scholarships to young men that have participated in the Metroplex Beautillion.
